Privacy Policy

Information We Collect

Use of Cookies

Cookies provide information regarding the computer used by a visitor. We may use cookies
where appropriate to gather information about your computer in order to assist us in

improving our website.

Cookies are small data files placed on the hard drive of your computer when you visit a
website. A “session cookie” expires when you end your session (i.e. close your browser). A
“persistent cookie” stores information on your hard drive so when you end your session and

return to the same website at a later date, the cookie information is still available

We may gather information about your general internet use by using the cookie. Where
used, these cookies are downloaded to your computer and stored on the computer’s hard
drive. Such information will not identify you personally. It is statistical data. This statistical

data does not identify any personal details whatsoever.

You can adjust the settings on your computer to decline any cookies if you wish. This can

easily be done by activating the 'reject cookies' setting on your computer.

Use of Your Information

Legal basis of processing personal information

We process personal data based on your consent for marketing our business and products.

Legitimate Interest

Under the new data protection law starting in May 2018 we have a number of lawful
reasons that we can use (or 'process') your personal information. One of the lawful reasons
is called 'legitimate interests'.

Generally, this means that we can process your personal information if we have a genuine
and legitimate reason and we are not harming your rights or interests.

For you this means that when you provide your personal details we will only use it for our
legitimate business interests, not sell on to any third party and use it for marketing products
and services that we feel would be of genuine interest to you and your establishment.

We will always carefully consider the impact on you and your rights before doing this.

Data Breach Policy

In the event that Derventio Education becomes aware of a security breach which they

The following procedure is in place for dealing with Data Breaches,

Upon discovery of a data breach the employee will notify their manager of the
circumstances of the breach - this will be date, location and circumstances of the breach.

Following on from the breach discovery, Derventio Education will perform an analysis to
determine the following:

1. What personal information is affected by the breach.

2. What potential harm could occur as the result of the breach and whether it is significant
or not.

3. What number of individuals are affected who are at real risk of significant harm as a
result of the incident.

4. What steps need to be undertaken to restore the integrity of the data to stop future
breaches occurring.
